Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The Time Is Short 

 A sense of urgency is reflected in all of today's readings. Jonah 
warns the Ninevites, "Forty days more and Nineveh shall be destroyed." 
Paul reminds the Corinthians that "time is running out." Jesus proclaims 
that "this is the time of fulfillment." There is no denying that we hu-
mans tend to respond more readily to an urgent request; we seem to be 
much more motivated by something that must be done right now. This 
tendency makes it all too easy to put off less urgent things: "Oh, we've 
got time for that later." 
 For the people in Jonah's day, for the people of Jesus' time and 
Paul's time, the end was believed to be imminent. The words of the 
prophets and reformers frequently tried to evoke a sense of urgency. 
We don't know, of course, how much time we have as individuals or as 
nations to reform our ways, but it's safe to say that there's less time left 
today than there was yesterday. Today's readings may be inviting us to 
revise our priorities. 

Believe In The Good News 
 Jesus' urgent message to the people of Galilee contains two im-
portant declarative statements. The command to "repent" is commonly 
heard. Far less common is a command that requires the hearer to have 
faith. Yet Jesus says, "Believe in the gospel" (Mark 1:15). This is not a 
request or a suggestion. He does not say, "I hope you can believe" or 
"Would you consider believing?" Baptized Christians, believers by 
definition, are to live their lives as if their beliefs mattered. That is why 
we must repent as well as believe. Whatever our calling in life, our 
families, neighbors, friends, and co-workers should all be able to tell 
that we believe in the gospel by the way we live the gospel. Time is too 
short to do otherwise.

Treasures From Our Tradition 
 One of the most unusual Catholic 
churches in the world is in Amsterdam: Our 
Lord in the Attic, or as the locals say, "Ons 
Lieve Heer op Solder." What looks like a 
beautiful, narrow brick mansion alongside a 
canal is a clever disguise for a very well-
preserved seventeenth-century home and a 
secret church. During the Reformation, the 
Netherlands was divided into Protestant Hol-
land and the Spanish Netherlands, now 
known as Belgium, a Catholic stronghold. 
Protestant reformers seized all the Catholic parishes in Holland and "de-
Catholicized" them. New laws forbade the celebration of the Mass in 
public. St. Nicholas Church was renamed "Old Church" by the new 
owners, and the dispossessed Catholics got to work "hiding" St. Nicho-
las Parish in the upper floors of this mansion. Other Catholics did the 
same thing, but this is the only hidden church that survives today. Sun-
day Mass is still celebrated here.  
 It's a beautiful hideaway, with nothing spared in regard to mar-
ble, gilding, a pipe organ, and classic Dutch painting. A few steps away, 
the Old Church, begun in 1250, stands emptied of the statues and carv-
ings of its Catholic days, its windows replaced by plain glass. The new 
tenants gave up when it came to the ceiling, which is still painted with 
saints, biblical scenes, and merchant ships. The Dutch reformers were 
tolerant sorts, and as long as the Catholics kept out of sight, they were 
out of mind. Catholicism was at last tolerated in Holland after 1853, but 
in 1924 when the International Eucharistic Congress was held in Am-
sterdam, processions of Catholics were still forbidden in the streets. To-
day, Roman Catholics are about nineteen percent of the population, and 
there's no need for any of them to hide in the attic.

The “Freedom of Choice Act” (FOCA):

Act,” or FOCA, represents the most serious legis-
lative threat to women and unborn children ever.

FOCA will invalidate laws to protect a woman from 
unsafe abortion clinics and to ensure that she is 
formed about abortion. 
FOCA will require taxpayers to pay for abortions. 
FOCA will require states to allow “partial-birth” and 
other late-term abortions. 
FOCA will require states to allow abortions by non-
physicians. 
FOCA will bar laws protecting a right of conscien-
tious objection to abortion. 
FOCA will deny parents an opportunity to be in-
volved in their minor daughter’s abortion decision.
