Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
Jesus Taught “With Authority” 

 That Jesus didn't teach like the scribes was very significant. Af-
ter all, it was the scribes who taught the scriptures. They were the ones 
who knew the religious doctrine and taught it to the people. And though 
frequently criticized in the Gospels, they weren't bad people by defini-
tion. Many of them were probably generous, decent, truthful people. 
 But Jesus was a teacher of a different sort altogether. It was as 
though he didn't need to refer to the scriptures or to the teaching of any-
one else at all. He had the authority himself. Imagine the unusual im-
pression he must have made on his listeners! 
 It has been suggested that Jesus was reputed to teach "with au-
thority" because the crowds instantly recognized the truth of what he 
said. Why? Because he spoke the truth that was already in their hearts. 

God’s Word Is Always Being Spoken 
 Centuries earlier, God had promised through Jeremiah that "the 
days are coming . . . when . . . I will place my law within them, and 
write it upon their hearts" (Jeremiah 31:31, 33). Of course, "the days to 
come" are always here and now. The reign of God is always "at hand." 
So God's word is always being spoken. 
 Usually, though, we miss God's word, as available as it always 
is. It's as if a movie, filled with wonder and excitement, were always 
playing away for our enjoyment; meanwhile, we manage to busy our-
selves with other things-and eventually wander off-not willing to give 
our full attention. 
 What Jesus did was stir up a message that had been placed deep 
within his listeners before they were born, etched in their hearts by 
God. "Wake up!" he urged, and some people didn't wander off. They 
listened, "spellbound." 
 And what of us? Must we wait for a charismatic teacher to come 
and wake us up? Well, we may wait a long time. Let's not give in to the 
old "homilies are stale" and "church is boring" excuses. God's word is 
always being spoken. If only we can learn to pay attention, we will be 
spellbound.

True Prophets 
 In Deuteronomy today we hear that God's very words will fill 
the mouth of a true prophet, but a false prophet will, in a manner of 
speaking, put mere mortal words into God's mouth. In Mark's Gospel, 
we see Jesus teaching and healing as a true prophet, one filled with the 
authority of God's own voice, the Holy One of God. There are, no 
doubt, both false and true prophets around us today. The whole history 
of our church is filled with both. Some false prophets were extremely 
popular and quite well-versed in scripture, and even held positions of 
church authority. But in today's Gospel we learn that Jesus' fame spread 
because he taught with authority; he wasn't an authority because he was 
popular or famous. Elsewhere, we also learn from him, in his desert 
temptation confrontations with Satan, that anyone can quote scripture, 
even against God's purposes. Today we hear that his authority was not 
like that of the scribes, who held the official positions of religious au-
thority in his day. Our work is to do our best to discern the true proph-
ets in our midst, and to be true prophets as well. The psalmist tells us 
how to do this: by not hardening our hearts when God speaks. If we 
truly listen to God, it will be God’s very words filling our mouths.

Real Presence Of Jesus 
Now that our 2nd Graders have 
celebrated their 1st Reconciliation, 
we turn our attention to their 

preparation to celebrate their 1st 
Communion.  A question that is 
asked by the children, and which 
we should continually ponder 
….. Is Jesus really present in the 
bread & wine? 
 We read in the Bible: 
“During the meal Jesus took 
some bread in his hands.  He 
blessed the bread and broke it.  
Then he gave it to his disciples 
and said, ‘Take this.  It is my 
body’” (Mk 14:22). 
 The Church teaches that 
the Risen Christ is really and 
truly present in the Eucharist.  
The Eucharist is no longer bread 
and wine, even though it still 
looks, tastes, smells and feels 
like bread and wine.  It really is 
Christ.  And how do we know 
this?  Because Jesus said it is so 
in the Gospels, and it has been a 
belief and practice since the ear-
liest Christian communities. 
 So, if we really are re-
ceiving into ourselves the pres-
ence of almighty God, then we 
do not “get” communion like we 
“get” food through the drive-
through window.  We receive 
communion because it is a gift; a 
tangible gift of Christ himself 
that makes it easier for us to en-
ter into relationship with the in-
visible God.  And how do we 
receive such a gift?  Reverently.  
Respectfully. Awesomely!  
Thank you, Lord, for Your 
presence in the Eucharist!

  “Freedom of Choice Act” (FOCA):   

Most Radical Abortion Legislation in  U.S. History 
 
A bill in Congress called the “Freedom of Choice Act,” or FOCA, represents the most serious legislative 
threat to women and unborn children ever.  Almost all restrictions on abortions are in jeopardy of being 
overturned if FOCA would become law.  FOCA itself may become law, or the harmful policies it repre-
sents may become law one step at a time.  In either case, we must OPPOSE FOCA and all that it stands for. 
 
The following results will occur if FOCA is passed into law:  
FOCA will invalidate laws to protect a woman from unsafe abortion clinics and to ensure that she is 
 informed about abortion. 
FOCA will require taxpayers to pay for abortions. 
FOCA will require states to allow “partial-birth” and other late-term abortions. 
FOCA will require states to allow abortions by non-physicians. 
FOCA will bar laws protecting a right of conscientious objection to abortion. 
FOCA will deny parents an opportunity to be involved in their minor daughter’s abortion decision
