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Twelfth Sunday In Ordinary Time
Is God Paying Attention?

When storms rage without and within, and we are beset with
dread and frantic activity, we often find ourselves wondering, "Is God
paying attention?" Today we learn that God indeed pays attention. To-
day we learn of the God who is beyond and of God who is here. We
discover that the God who created the boundaries of the sea is within
the raging seas that sometimes threaten us. We ponder troubles and we
learn trust. We are drawn to consider that we are one with the Lord of
all time and trouble. We are one with Christ who has died for all and
lives for all, and we are all new creations in a world freshly ordered.
This trust and faith steadies our ship and calms our seas.

We have some surety now, even as we continue to move our
small ships through treacherous waters. We can take on life's journey
with its troubles and its peace, for Christ indeed is here and attentive to
us, whether or not we are likewise so mindful. As God's own people,
we cannot expect to slip through life as small skiffs on glassy seas. But
we can expect God to be right there with us, inside and outside, as close
as mates on a small vessel, as yeast in bread, as blood coursing through
the veins.

Trust

The people of Brittany who make their living from the sea have
given us a gentle prayer that is soaked through with trust: "Lord, the sea
IS so large, and my boat is so small." As sea folk ship out to sea, so do
Christian folk turn to sisters and brothers and take on all the turns and
troubles and joys that come with loving one another. For the inner sea is
calm, and peace and life have the final claim.

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Treasure From Our Tradition

In harbor towns throughout the world,
seafarers will hear today's Gospel with profound
awareness of the power of a storm at sea. In
Gloucester, Massachusetts, a community of fish-
ermen has gone down to the sea in ships for cen-
turies, some never to return, as recounted in the
book and film The Perfect Sorm.

In the late nineteenth century, a stranded
fisherman in the North Atlantic broke an oar.
Adrift, he begged Mary for help, and when he
returned his story inspired the building of Our
Lady of Good Voyage Church. Over the years, grateful sailors have sur-
rounded the pews with models of their ships. Between the twin towers,
a statue of Our Lady holds a vessel in her upraised hand as a symbol of
a safe voyage. It is visible to homecoming sailors from the harbor's en-
trance.

For centuries, sailors have looked to Mary as Stella Maris, "Star
of the Sea." Indeed, that is possibly the most ancient title of Mary. In
Aramaic, the language of Jesus, the words "Our Lady" sound similar to
the word meaning "pilot™ or "leader," someone who could lead one to
safety. Certainly, a treasure of our tradition is how Mary points the way
to her Son, the one who calmed the seas and accompanies us to safe
harbor.

Finding Time To Pray—
Mealtime

This past year, we focused on
our prayer lives and teaching our
children to pray. Itis our hope
that the prayer candles, prayer
journals, workshops, etc. helped
families to strengthen their
prayer lives. We all know how
difficult it is to find/make the
time to pray together as a family.
Coming together for a meal, is a
great time to pray together.
We might always say the tradi-
tional prayer. In doing so, we are
also unified with our larger fam-
ily, the Catholic Church, whose
members have uttered the same
or similar phrases for years upon
years. Said thoughtfully, it reso-
nates. Even on those days when
we zip to the finish, it makes a
point—God is with us, and we
thank him. But if you find prayer
becoming habit over heart, there
are ways to be more mindful at
mealtime:

Sing the traditional
prayer—you can let your child
improvise the melody.

Say a prayer chain: Let
one family member begin with

something he is thankful for, then
continue with prayers of thanks
around the table. You might start
with a petition, praise to God—
whatever the leader chooses.

Read a poem or Scripture
passage that gives thanks to God.
Perhaps you can even find posi-
tive lyrics in a song from pop cul-
ture to engage your children.

Instead of—or in addition
to—a prayer before meals, try a
prayer after meals.

Institute a moment of si-
lence. St. Thérése of Lisieux de-
scribed prayer as “a simple look
turned toward heaven.” This ges-
ture can reframe our focus: on
each other, and on Jesus who of-
fers us the greatest nourishment,
his Body and Blood.

Mrs. John Dodd of Washington first proposed the
idea of a Father’s Day in 1909. Mrs. Dodd wanted a

special day to honor her father, William Smart. Wil-

liam Smart, a Civil War veteran was widowed when
his wife died in childbirth with their sixth child. Mr.

Smart was left to raise the newborn and his other five

children by himself on a rural farm in eastern Wash-

ington State. It was after Mrs. Dodd became an adult

that she realized the strength and selflessness her fa-
ther had shown in raising his children as a single parent.

The first Father’s Day was observed on June 19,
1910 in Spokane Washington. In 1924 President
Calvin Coolidge supported the idea of a national Fa-
ther’s Day. Finally in 1966 President Lyndon John-
son signed a presidential proclamation declaring the
3" Sunday of June as Father’s Day.

SPRED Ministry

There is a program available to people with mental disabilities, autism, cerebral palsy and learning
problems no matter their strengths or weaknesses or even their age. The SPRED (Special Religious Educa-
tion) program was designed specifically to meet their spiritual needs and help them grow in faith. Each volun-
teer forms a one on one friendship with a person with disabilities in the group. No previous experience is
needed. Training is provided to make you comfortable.

Currently St. Alphonsus has a group that welcomes adults, 22 and older. We are in the process of
building a group in our Lemont parishes for six to ten year olds. We have five children who are waiting for
this program to begin, but we have a need for adult volunteers — men and women. The six to ten group has
three catechists who are also eagerly waiting for this program to start. However, more catechists are needed
before the group can begin their sessions.

SPRED is not a teaching program but a small faith community that gathers to grow in their faith as they wel-
come those who have special needs.

PO S Relay For Life of Lemont and
Homer Glen will be from 6 p.m.
July 10 to 6 a.m. July 11 at the Lemont High School
Sports Complex, 131st and Bell Road .

Relay For Life is an overnight event that brings
together the community in the fight against cancer.
Relay For Life is not an athletic competition, but
rather a walk where at least one team member walks
around the field throughout the night, signifying that
cancer never sleeps.

Teams of 8 -15 members are now forming. Teams
raise money before and at the event to help fund can-
cer research, early detection and prevention pro-
grams and local services for cancer patients and
their families.

Any person who has had cancer is invited to take
part in the survivors' lap and survivors' reception
which is at 6 p.m. — 7:30 p.m. at the beginning of the
event. Registration is free to cancer survivors and
their caregivers but registration is required.

Luminaria are sold for $10 each in memory of
those lost to cancer, those who have cancer and those
who fought and won. When the sun goes down, hun-
dreds of luminaria light the way under the stars, and
the names of those being remembered are read.

Volunteers are needed to help the day of the event
for set-up, traffic management, registration, and
other logistic tasks.

Handicap Parking
St. Al’s has five handicap parking
spaces for those who need these
spots. We have parishioners who
have trouble walking and need the
handicap spaces. You could be
ticketed if you park illegally.

Maintenance Update
Work on St. Alphonsus’ steeple should begin in a
couple of weeks. The scaffolding will be erected, the
steeple tiles will be fixed/replaced where needed and
the tuckpointing will be done last. We are looking
into fixing the eight windows on the steeple or possi-
bly replacing them with aluminum windows to elimi-
nate future maintenance. This is all exterior work.
As mentioned a while ago, insurance will cover a
majority of the costs. We are also looking into inte-
rior tuckpointing work that should be done, which
would not be covered by insurance.

You will notice that some necessary cement work
is being done around the grounds. Most of the work
is being done around the Parish Center—the cement
steps leading to the chapel; the wall (on the west
side) by the stairs going down to the Parish Center
basement; the area that came up (on the east side) in
front of the glass doors on Walnut St.

Also being repaired are: stairs on the north side of
the church by the emergency exit (going up to the
church and down to the basement); the top step of
the stairs leading to the sidewalk (the stairs in the
center of the block on the Custer side). And finally,
sidewalk repairs on the north side of Logan St. (by
the RE Building) and south side of Logan St. (in
front of the office building). After June month-end,
there will be a maintenance update with costs since
the last update was in the bulletin.

As always, THANK YOQOU for your continued sup-
port and patience while these repairs are being done.
