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TAKE UP YOUR CROSS

Father Oscar Romero was a timid, middle-level church bureaucrat in El
Salvador. He silently went along with the wealthiest Salvadorians, who
condemned all efforts to help the poor. Under their orders, the military
freely shot strikers, union organizers, human rights activists, teachers,
priests, and religious. Death squads roamed the countryside, raping, tor-
turing, and killing. Romero was named Archbishop of San Salvador in
1977. When a crowd protesting blatant election fraud was attacked by
soldiers in the capital city’s main square, the New Archbishop neither
intervened nor protested. Then came a sudden turning point: Father
Rutilo Grande was murdered along with an elderly man and a boy. The
Archbishop knew the Jesuit priest personally. He asked for an official
inquiry into the deaths. He continued asking questions and became a
marked man. Mail arrived daily at his office saying, “We’re going to
drink your blood!” “We’ll crush you to pieces!” and worse. In 1979,
Romero presented the Pope with extensive reports describing assassina-
tions, disappearances, and human rights abuses in El Salvador. On
March 24, 1980, Romero was celebrating Mass. At the end of his hom-
ily he said. “Those who surrender to the service of the poor through
love of Christ will live like the grain of wheat that dies . . . The harvest
comes because of the grain that dies . . . We know that every effort to
improve society, above all when society is so full of injustice and sin, is
an effort that God blesses, that God wants, that God demands of us.” He
was Killed with a single sniper shot to the heart. To put other people
first is to serve Christ himself, regardless of the risk.

Your comforts, your life-style, your reputation, your achievements?
What does it mean to carry your crossin daily life?

HOLY WEEK AND THE PASCHAL TRIDUUM
Sunday, March 28 — Sunday, April 4

“The days of Jesus” life-giving death and glorious
resurrection are approaching, the hour he tri-
umphed over Satan’s pride, the time we celebrate
the great event of our redemption” (Preface of the
Lord’s Passion Il, Sacramentary). Thus the
Church begins the one week of the year that we
formally designate as “Holy.” Simple rituals can
link the domestic church to parish church and Church universal. En-
throne Sunday’s palms where you pray, behind the family crucifix,
even as part of front door decorations: “Christ reigns here,” they pro-
claim; “all are welcome!” During the first three days of Holy Week,
ready Easter clothes, prepare festal foods, clean the house, beautify the
yard. Late Holy Thursday afternoon, share Lent’s final meal before the
Lord’s Supper Mass. Pitcher, bowl, and towel make a fitting center-
piece; perhaps conclude the meal by washing each other’s feet. On
Good Friday, observe the paschal fast from food — from TV and com-
puter, too! Then come to Holy Saturday’s Vigil with mind clear, stom-
ach empty, and heart full of “holy anticipation” that bursts into living
flame when the new fire is kindled. -- Peter Scagnelli, ©Copyright, J.S. Paluch Co.
