Everyday Heroes 
 
In today’s first reading, the Jews of Antioch 
reject the preaching of Paul and Barnabas, 
and the two apostles leave to take their mes-
sage to other places. They turn from the peo-
ple of the Old Covenant, their fellow Jews, to 
invite the Gentiles in the rest of the world to 
become people of the New Covenant. This is 
a turning point for the first Christians. The 

apostles felt compelled by their experiences of the risen Jesus to take 
his Good News as far as they could. Their intense love of the Lord and 
their desire to do God’s will sent them on journeys throughout the lands 
bordering the Mediterranean Sea. They were jeered at, flogged, cursed, 
imprisoned, and shipwrecked. Some, including Peter and Paul, met a 
martyr’s death. “That was then,” you might say, “ and this is now. I 
won’t ever be martyred.” Maybe, but martyrdom is not necessarily 
physical death; the root meaning of the word is “to witness.” Think of 
the elderly man caring for his wife with Alzheimer’s, the parents of an 
autistic child, the single mother whose teenage son is disabled. These 
are all martyrs in the sense that they put another’s good before their 
own. They lay down their life daily for someone other than themselves. 
To a greater or lesser extent, this kind of martyrdom — others before 
self — is extended to be a thread running through the lives of all of us. 
If we choose, every kindness, every good work, every thoughtful deed 
can reflect our love of God to others. God does not demand this of us, 
but we can demand it of ourselves. From all that God gives us, let us 
give back in kind.

EVALUATING OUR PROGRAM 
 

Our 5th and 8th Graders took the Assessment of 
Catechesis Religious Education (ACRE) Survey.  
The results of the survey will give me, the Reli-
gious Education Advisory Board, and Fr. Brian, a 
picture of the basic faith knowledge and religious 
perceptions of our children at the 2 levels of grade and stages of develop-
ment.  We will receive data reports that will allow us to explore areas of 
strength as well as areas that need additional attention.  By making use of 
this tool every 2-3 years over the last 10 years we have been able to iden-
tify the trajectory of our faith education efforts, and track improvements as 
we have made changes and refinements.  We will interpret our results over 
the next couple of months and produce a report to be shared when the pro-
gram starts up again in the Fall.

This past program year has been a 
wonderful journey!  We have had 
such a great group of volunteer 
catechists this past year that it has 
made my job much easier.  In fact, 
one of them, Mrs. Diane Kaye, will 
be recognized by Cardinal George 
at the Archdiocese Catechetical 
Ministries Awards Banquet on May 
12th  with a prestigious Archdioce-
san award for excellence.

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School Advisory Council Vacancies 
 

Dear School Parents and Members of the Parish Community, 
 

At the end of this current school year (2009/2010) our School Advisory Council (SAC) will be looking to 
fill 2 vacancies (each with a 3-year term); 1 from St. Alphonsus Parish and 1 from St. Patrick Parish. 
The School Advisory Council is a leadership group within the ministry of Catholic education. Although 
Archdiocesan and Elementary School Policies are policies of the local board, the School Advisory Coun-
cil may develop additional polices as necessary to assist the principal in the operation of the school.  The 
purpose of SAC is also to promote the implementation of policies and to provide counsel and advice in 
the operation of the school. 
Some of the responsibilities include: 

 

• Modeling faith community in a spirit of cooperation and interdependence with the pastor and 
      principal 
 

• Adhering to all Archdiocesan policies and developing policies at the level which enable our 
school to fulfill its mission 

 

• Assisting the pastor in the search and selection of the  principal when a vacancy occurs 
 

• Participating in the Archdiocesan principal Performance Review Process 
 

• Reviewing and advising on the school budget, tuition rates and other sources of financing 
 

• Developing and reviewing the Board constitution and bylaws 
 

• Participating in the school’s development, student recruitment efforts and long range plans 
 

• Acting as the public relations and marketing arm of the school and its programs 
 

• Participating in ongoing board in-service both at the Archdiocesan and local level 
 

• Evaluating annually the Board’s effectiveness, productivity and internal operations 
 

• Directing individuals and/or groups to appropriate resources for conflict resolution 
 

• Participating, upon request, in the School Improvement Process 
 

• Monitoring the implementation of the recommendations of the School Improvement Plan 
 

• Supporting the efforts of local legislative action 
 

• Attending the monthly meetings which occur on the second Tuesday of each month 
 

• Take an active part in any sub-committees that may arise 
 

Our SAC should be broadly representative of the Catholic community served by the school. This includes 
parents of children enrolled in the school as well as parishioners without children in school.  SAC mem-
bers must be 21 years of age.  Employees of the school or parish and immediate family members (i.e., a 
spouse, child, parent, brother, sister or in-law) of an employee are not eligible for membership.  If you are 
willing to commit yourself to serving on the SAC, we are now accepting names of all interested parish-
ioners. Anyone interested should notify Colleen Villarreal, School Advisory Council, 630-625-2190 no 
later than Wednesday, May 5.  If an election is necessary, candidates will be profiled in the parish bulletin 
in May and a vote will be taken by all parishioners.
