The Assumption of Mary was officially
proclaimed as a doctrine of the Church in
1950, but it was believed by generations
of faithful before that date. In her willing-
ness to be the mother of Jesus, God made
flesh, she has a unique role in our salva-
tion. No one knows for certain how Mary
spent the rest of her life after the end of her son’s earthly rmmstry She
was given by Jesus into the care of John, the beloved disciple, but we
know almost nothing about her final days. The Church’s long tradition
has been that when she died God raised her, body and soul, into heaven.
The Assumption defies anyone who wants to nail down details. On this
feast we are confronted by pure mystery. Mary is not only the mother of
Jesus, the Son of God, but also his first disciple. In today’s Gospel she
hurries to visit her cousin Elizabeth, pregnant with John the Baptist.
Mary’s arrival causes Elizabeth, under the influence of the child in her
womb, to praise Mary as “the mother of my Lord” (Luke 1:43). Mary
then shows us discipleship to the fullest by blessing God in the Magnifi-
cat. In this hymn Mary interprets the good news that she has brought to
Elizabeth. The angel told Mary who Jesus is, the Savior and Son of
God; but Mary translates this identity in terms of what his arrival
means. Pope Paul VI, said that Mary is an example to all of us because
of the way in which she fully and responsibly accepted the word of
God, and did God’s will without question. She is worthy of imitation
because she was the first and the most perfect of Christ’s disciples. She
is worthy of any honor we give her.

feast on a Sunday is unusual on our
Roman Catholic calendar. Our
observance of the Lord’s Day is held in
such high esteem that few other feasts
replace it. Occasionally there is a feast
—usually of one of the saints — in
which the saving power of God in
Christ is so uniquely focused that the
Roman rite deems it worthy of celebration on the Lord’s Day. Today is
such a feast. Yet some are surprised at the brevity of the dogma in its
entirety: “We pronounce, declare and define it to be a divinely revealed
dogma: that the Immaculate Mother of the Lord, the ever Virgin Mary
having completed the course of her earthly life, was assumed body and
soul to heavenly glory.” The Roman Catholic Church never defined any
specifics or particulars about the event itself. It is not in the scriptures.
There are no verifiable eyewitness accounts. At its core, the dogma
reveals in Mary the destiny of all mortal flesh, and reinforces our
creedal belief in resurrection of the body. This feast strengthens our
faith, defined last week in Hebrews as the realization of things hoped
for. We find, in Mary, that realization of what we all hope for, what
Paul today affirms: “In Christ shall all be brought to life” (1 Corinthians
15:22).

Saint Pius X (1835-1914) ~ August 21

Presidential vetoes we understand. But imagine vetoing a papal elec-
tion! Yet in the conclave of 1903, the Archbishop of Cracow
(ironically, a predecessor in the office of Karol Wojtyla, the future John
Paul 1) vetoed the leading candidate on the order of the Austro-
Hungarian emperor. Instead, the cardinals elected Giuseppe Sarto of
Venice as Pius X, the first pope, after a succession of nobles and diplo-
mats, to hail from humble origins. Nor did the papacy alter his endear-
ing simplicity. Tailors eventually made his cassock cuffs detachable
because he absentmindedly wiped his fountain pen on them, forgetting
that his old black cassock had been replaced by papal white! Taking as
his motto “To restore all things in Christ” (Ephesians 1:10), Pius con-
demned the theological innovations called “modernism,” yet dramati-
cally altered the then-common practice whereby people rarely received
Communion for fear of unworthiness, mandating early First Commun-
ion and urging everyone to frequent reception. Refusing to bless troops
assembled in Saint Peter’s Square — “I bless peace, not war!” —he
died brokenhearted as World War I engulfed “Christian” Europe

despite his peacemaking efforts.

Music sung by this choir serves to reinforce the
weekly scripture. The music ranges from our liturgically sacred past to the most recent sacred contemporary.

The Children's Schola—-Open to children in grades 1-8. Children 7th grade and above may also partici-
pate in a Youth Cantor Program.

The Volunteer Cantor Ministry...Providing song leadership to the assembly at all designated liturgies with
music. The cantor ministry will also provide small ensemble singing at selected non-choir liturgies.

The Instrumental Ensemble...Open by audition to anyone with at least three years of experience and train-
ing on their instrument.

The Handbell Ensemble...Open to all parishioners above the age of 10.

The Classical Ensemble...Open to all adult parishioners. This ensemble offers the opportunity to sing in a
parish choir to those who cannot make the more time-demanding commitment to the Parish Choir. The reper-
toire of this ensemble is primarily reflective of St. Alphonsus past choral music tradition.

The Resurrection Choir...Open to all parishioners who are generally available any morning for funeral ser-
vices as they arise. This is a very good ministry for those who cannot make the time commitment to the other
parish ensembles.
